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. NARRATTIVE SUMMARY

During the month of July 1967 the 1st Battalicn, 9th Marines was involved
in four operational periods. From 1-13 July the battalion assumed responsi-
%ility for the Con Thien perimeter, search and destroy operations is its 40,
and security of the MSR (Route 561) within its 4C. From 14-%1 uly the 1st
Battalion, 9th Marines wag the resident infantry battalion at Camp CARROLI.
Two operations, CIMARRCN and BUFFALO took place 1- 14 July and fwo, HICEORY IT
and KINGFTSHER from 14-31 July i967.

The month began with two corpanies "A" and "B" operating nosthwest, north
and northeast of Con Thien. On 2 July both companies made heavy contact with
an estimated two NVA Battalions, Commany "A" was prevar ted from linking up
as directed with Company "B" by heavy fire to its' front »nd flanks. Company
"B" casualties mounted including the Company Commander. iwo Platoon Crmmanders
O and FAC. A new Company Commander was sent in nnd C vy 0T wan helde
lifted in from Dong Ha., Close fighting continued as Compary CY wid
platoon of tanks moved forward to relieve Company "B" and evacuate o+
casualties.
